3000 Series is recommended to provide patron comfort in spot heating of patios and other outdoor applications. The patio-
Schwank 3000 Heater can be direct vented with 4 inch diameter vent to beyond the area being heated, so is ideal for patios

or areas that have a canopy or roof, or are partially to fully enclosed.

FEATURES & BENEFITS

The electronic ignition control is potted and all other electrical components and connections are specifically designed and
treated to withstand the humidity of outdoor installation.

To maintain aesthetic appearance in outdoor applications, the SPW-JZ has a ‘neutral’ gray powder coated steel burner
cabinet and aluminized steel tube and reflector system. A Stainless Steel burner cabinet is available with model STW-JZ.
The SPW-JZ burner cabinet is water resistant with a louvered bottom panel to provide flow of combustion air to the
burner. Unsightly combustion air ducting is not required. NOTE: The SPW-JZ cannot accommodate a combustion air

duct. In contaminated atmospheres or negative air conditions use model STW-JZ.

Reflectors extend below the tube surface to increase entrapment of convection heat and conversion of this (formerly

wasted) heat into additional infrared heat for the delivery of improved comfort and economy of operation. The webbed
hanger system promotes the free flow of entrapped convection heat along the length of the heater and improves the uni-
formity of tube surface temperature and radiant heat output.
